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AMBER Questions

1) Which day has the most cakes sold? (MODE)
2) How many cakes were sold on Monday?
3) How many cakes were sold on Thursday?
4) What day were the least number of cakes sold? How many?
5) How many cakes were sold during the Weekend?
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RED Questions

1) Which day was the MODE number of cakes sold? And how many?
2) How many cakes were sold on Saturday?
3) How many cakes were sold over the whole Weekend? (Sat +Sun)
4) How many cakes were sold during Monday to Friday?
5) How many cakes were sold in total? (Add them all up!)
