Nursery and Reception: Encourage your child to have a go at writing or mark making themselves to show their answers. Talk to them about the different parts of their picture.

Reception: If they are able to encourage them to sound out some of the words. Try to encourage them to use the sounds and lower case letters not capital letters. You can prompt by saying “What sound is at the start of …” “What can you hear next?” The word might not be the correct spelling and that is okay, for example you could have jrf for giraffe or apl for apple etc. Or they might only know the starting sound or write letters that aren’t in the word at all and that is okay too. The most important thing is that they are making marks.
